The Historian’s Craft (HS 400) is normally taken in the fall of the sophomore year, as it provides a foundation for all upper-level courses. With the permission of the chair of the department, HS 400 may be taken as early as the spring of the first year.

Up to two HS 200-level courses beyond the second core course may be substituted for any HS 301-399 courses, and any HS 410-498 course may be substituted for any HS 301-399 courses.

Two seminars (HS 410-498) are required. These are more advanced, more narrowly focused, and more discussion- based courses than the HS 300-level intermediate courses. Students may substitute additional seminars for 200- and 300-level courses.

The Capstone (HS 499) is taken in the spring of the senior year. It is a small, intensive course that is conducted largely through discussion. Students conduct original research and complete a major research project.

Specialized courses such as Independent Study I/II (HS 401/HS 402) and History Internship (HS 405) can be taken as one of the six required electives but cannot replace the two seminars or the Capstone (HS 499). 

Students who write an Honors Thesis (HS 403/HS 404 or HS 406/HS 407) are not required to take HS 499.

History majors who are in the Honors Program take the Honors Human Drama sequence (HN 201-204) instead of HS 100 and take a 300-level course or 400-level course to complete the second part of the Honors History/English core. If a student elects to take a 400-level course, that course may also count toward the seminar requirements of the History major. 

Interdisciplinary (“split”) majors take a minimum of eight courses:

· Encountering the Past (HS 100)

· Second History Core (HS 200-299) 

· The Historian’s Craft (HS 400)

· One seminar (HS 410-498)

· Senior capstone (HS 499)

· Three electives. At least two of the two electives must be 300- or 400-level courses; students may take no more than one 200-level courses in addition to the second core, for a maximum of two 200-level courses.
