Majors are advised, but not required, to take at least one upper-level course in each of the four main subfields of the discipline: political theory, American politics, comparative politics, and international relations.

Majors are advised, but not required, to take CS 105 as one of the mathematics/science core requirement. 

Students are encouraged to study abroad.  The department is flexible in its acceptance of courses from foreign schools.

Students majoring in global studies may pursue a double major with political science; however, no more than two political science courses may be counted toward the requirements for both majors. Similarly, global studies majors may pursue a minor in political science, though no more than two political science courses may count toward both the major and the minor.

Since political science is already a basic component of the global studies major, political science-global studies interdisciplinary majors are not permitted.
