When the IRS determines a tax filer has been, or likely was a victim of identity theft, it will not allow
him/her to use the FAFSA FTI (Federal Tax Information) tool or get a tax transcript until the matter has
been resolved, which can take up to a year for complex cases.

An individual who is the victim of identity theft and cannot get a return transcript must contact the IRS’s
Identity Protection Specialized Unit (IPSU) at 1-800-908-4490. After the IPSU authenticates the tax filer’s
identity, they can ask the IRS to mail them an alternate paper tax return transcript known as the TRDBV
(Transcript Database View).
