Final Feedback

 Students were provided one last opportunity to provide 
any positive or constructive feedback on their fall 
semester Messina experience. 67 students provided a 
response with some responses including comments that 
addressed multiple elements.
 33 responses provided constructive feedback including:
 Relationships with Messina classmates, enrichment session 

structure, issues with their Messina course/faculty member, and 
issues with one or more members of the working group

 59 responses provided positive feedback including:
 Relationships with Messina classmates, enrichment session 

structure, specific Messina course, and connections with one or 
more members of the working group
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
